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From California to Italy, June Carey paints breathtaking landscapes and has received numerous awards for her California landscapes and coastal scenes. “As a young adult I fell in love with the California landscape and its Mediterranean coastal climate,” said Carey.  “I have a passion to create places I want to be and vineyards seize my fascination. By making these scenes real through a very deliberate use of lighting, I hope to create a sense of place for other people as well. I’m experiencing a very exciting time in my career with an insatiable appetite for painting and I feel I’ve only scratched the surface of the many paintings I want to create.”

Starting at the young age of 12, Carey painted with oils and has continued using oils as her preferred medium. She has received numerous awards for her California landscapes and coastal scenes, including the Arts for the Parks Region II Award in 1997 and 1998.

 “We often visit the wine country,” said an Ernst & Ernst Collectors Gallery customer. “We find the vast expanse of vineyards and noble wineries captivating and June’s artwork provides a wonderful reminiscence for our home.”

Bredeson gets ideas from her day-to-day life. She uses bits and pieces of the images from books, magazines and events she enjoys. Many of Bredeson’s works feature some of Oregon’s favorite places such as Cannon Beach and Multnomah Falls.  Bredeson collectors Carol and Bradford Donaldson commented, “Lynn’s work is so full of joy. She captures simple, playful moments in life with such vibrant color. Her art just makes us happy.” Because Bredeson is not a photo realist, she finds any photo she does use takes on a life of its own - but she does use them for a point of reference. Bredeson's paintings are first drawn in light pencil on 140-

pound hand-made paper. She then uses a technical drawing pen to ink in the areas of choice. Next, Bredeson applies one coat of acrylic paint and allows it to dry overnight. [This helps size the paper a bit.] She then begins to layer thin coats of acrylic paint until she thinks she should stop, lets it dry and goes over everything with pen. 

Bredeson finishes with touch-up paint, uses colored pencil and sprays with UV spray to deepen the color and set the color for years to come.

I do love animals, so they have become a focal point in my work. I think we give animals more slack than we give ourselves. They can be large, small and any color. They are not judged, but totally accepted and appreciated for their unique characteristics. They always look like someone we know and draw us magically to their side. Yes - I do paint people too!”  Bredeson lives in Bend with her husband, two children and a very spoiled Papillion.
