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Another Side of Noted Military Artist Bill Phillips’ Work: Landscapes

Phillips, Oregon resident and one of the Greenwich Workshop’s best-selling artists, is known for his focus on aviation art, both from World War II and, more recently, from the Vietnam War.  However, his strengths as a landscape painter are what gave him an edge in the aviation field through respect and reverence for a specific time and place.  At the same time, his landscape work is often very personal for Phillips.

Late Season, Block Island, which follows his successful ‘Inns of Christmas’ series as the initial work in the new ‘Inns of the Seasons’ series, reflects the trip he and his wife, Kristi, made to Block Island, Rhode Island to research the local inns, where they found themselves at the Atlantic Inn, owned by Brad and Anne Marthens.  “The inn gives you a feeling of Block Island as it must have been many, many years ago,” says the artist. “It has that laid-back feeling of a classic New England inn.” 

Christmas on the Eighth is a charming holiday tribute to those most loyal of hobbyists – golfers.  “I expect that if they were really into it they would have gone out, cleared the snow off the greens and played a round of golf,” says the artist. “At the end of the eighth hole, though, it’s nice to have a warm, cheery house in which to return.”
About William S. Phillips
Phillips grew up loving art but never thought he could make it his livelihood. At college he majored in criminology, and he had been accepted into law school when four of his paintings were sold at an airport restaurant. That was all the incentive he needed to begin his work as a fine art painter.

After one of his paintings was presented to King Hussein of Jordan, Phillips was commissioned by the Royal Jordanian Air Force. He developed sixteen major paintings, many of which now hang in the Royal Jordanian Air Force Museum in Amman. The Smithsonian Institution’s National Air and Space Museum presented a one-man show of Phillips’ work in 1986; he is one of only a few artists to have been so honored.

In 1988, Phillips was chosen to be a U.S. Navy combat artist. For his outstanding work, the artist was awarded the Navy’s Meritorious Public Service Award and the Air Force Sergeants Association’s Americanism Medal. In 1991, three of Phillips’ works were chosen as part of the top 100 in “Art for the Parks,” the prestigious annual fund-raiser for the National Park Service, and one painting received the “Art History Award” from the National Park Foundation.
