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A long-waited and beautifully produced volume of paintings by California native and artist Lowell Herrero is available in September. Distributed by Greenwich Workshop on the occasion of Herrero’s one-man exhibition (August 24 –November 2, 2007) at the Napa Valley Museum in Yountville, CA, the book, entitled “Lowell Hererro,” celebrates the artist’s lifelong enchantment with nature’s beauty and the deep human connection to it.

“Lowell Herrero” reproduces 90 paintings in full color in a large 12 x12.5”  format containing 224 pages.  The jacketed, hardcover edition sells for $65.

The Napa Valley where Herrero has lived for a decade inspired the imaginary landscapes and figures that populate them. Travels to Tuscany, Provence, and Spain further encouraged his vivid, sensual imaagery, The artist delights in the varieties of agricultural labor and in the bounty it produces.  In his paintings, both farmers and the rich soil burst with life. Vineyards stretch into the distance as fruit pickers enjoy lunch under a cloudless blue sky. Lavender harvesters gather huge bunches of flowers so purple they are almost fragrant. Robust laborers hoist gigantic baskets of ripened grapes.  These are paintings you want to step into, pick the grapes, and sit under the trees.


Throughout a dynamic life that has spanned the Great Depression, the Second World War, the digital revolution, and nearly the first decade of the 21st century, Lowell Herrero has lived and breathed art.  As a young artist trained at the California College of Arts and Crafts, he honed his skills as an illustrator and caricaturist at the San Francisco Chronicle and at local night clubs. He went on to form a successful studio partnership, providing creative work to such national clients as Chevrolet, Morton Salt, and Pillsbury.

In the mid 1960s, Herrero began working independently as both a painter and illustrator and developed a reputation for his marvelous animals- whales, cats, and cows- that have been reproduced in calendars, posters, limited edition prints, and stationery for more than thirty years. In  association with the Franklin Mint, his work is available  on limited edition plates and sculpture.
