As a child, Emily McPhie toured the museums of the United States and Europe with her family. The influence of these museum trips is apparent in Emily's portfolio of paintings.   Because of the strong family influence early in Emily’s life, her paintings focus on children and her self-perceived role of a woman’s ability to bring balance to her life through family and her faith.
